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Abstract
Purpose: The present study aimed to identify and analyze the scenario planning
for the future academic achievement of poor students of Hormozgan financially
using futures research.
Methodology: The method used in this research is scenario-based planning,
which is designed and implemented in eight steps. The method of data collection
in this study is qualitative and using interviews, expert panel and Delphi survey.
35 people of experts with specialized knowledge or practical experience were
selected as members of the group participating in the research by snowball. Also,
Micmac software and Scenario Wizard have been used to analyze the data.
Findings: The findings of this study are presented in two parts. The first part
involves identifying and categorizing key components, drivers, and related un-
certainties. The four drivers of creating motivation for students by teachers and
principals, the presence of expert counselors in deprived areas’ schools, the im-
provement of educational infrastructure in deprived areas and the pursuit of aca-
demic achievement by teachers and principals, are identified in this section ,while
the relationship between effectiveness and affectedness variables are analyzed as
well. The second part identifies and describes possible and compatible scenarios
based on the propulsions and related uncertainties. Therefore, by improving the
motivation of poor students, the appropriate effectiveness of school counselors in
schools, the development of school infrastructure in deprived areas, as well as the
pursuit of students 'academic progress by teachers, we can expect poor students'
academic achievement.
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
